Planning permission has been granted for 5000 new dwellings in Thetford (3PL/2011/0805/0). The outline

application proposes approximately 19.2 ha of playing fields, 5.37 ha of allotments and 28 ha of open space.
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100.2 Application 3PL/2011/0805/0 has confirmed that Gallows Hill Scheduled Monument has been identified
for open space provision in accordance with Policy TH22 of the Thetford Area Action plan. Given its location, it
is likely that the site will come forward in the later phases of development.
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
